Introduction:


“Blessed are those who mourn, for they shall be comforted.” (Matt. 5:4)


Jesus taught that if we want to be truly happy we must be sad. That is a paradox. G.K. Chesterton defined a paradox as, “truth standing on its head calling for attention.” This morning we will give our attention to the kind of sorrow that God promises will lead to authentic happiness.

The parable of the prodigal son illustrates the blessed, divine comfort of God that belongs to those who possess a godly sorrow over their sin.

Psa. 32:3-7; Isa. 35:10; Rev. 21:3,4

“Those that grieve over sin, that sorrow over the fact that they have committed it, who mourn that they have offended God, shall find comfort in the gospel.” (Albert Barnes)
