There is great gain in godliness, but it has absolutely nothing to do with money or material possessions.

 “It is the blessing of the Lord that makes rich, and He adds no sorrow to it.” (Proverbs 10:22)

Here is “great gain”—“godliness” made possible by the “mystery of godliness” Himself (3:16) and a “contentment” that comes from His all-sufficiency (Phil. 4:11-13).

Verses 9 and 10 reveal the tragic pitfalls of pursuing financial gain above spiritual gain—the dangers of loving and longing for money and things more than we pursue Christ and being content in Him.
