God, in His sovereignty, uses us for His purposes as we grow in knowledge of the Son and in His grace (v. 17), and as we live in holy conduct and godliness (v. 11), pray (Matt 6:33; Rom 12:12; 1 Thes. 5:17;  2 Thes. 1:1; 1 Tim 2:8; Rev 5:8), and witness to the lost (Matt. 5:16; Acts 1:8; 1 Pet. 2:9; 3:15).
