I. The ____________________ Charge (v.13,14)
The commandment was Timothy’s pastoral mandate to protect and proclaim the truth of God’s word and to restore order in the churches of Ephesus.
II. The ____________________ Presence (v.13)
“Christian service is not something God initiates, like the christening of a ship, then leaves to run its own course. It begins with God’s choice and continues in his presence and fellowship.” (Philip H. Towner)
III. The ____________________ Doxology (v.15,16)
“Paul calls upon Timothy to fulfill his duty based upon who his God is…There was and is only one source of strength for those in the ministry: God. Confidence in Him, and understanding of His character, lays the foundation that brings courage and strength to face any trial. That knowledge of the Almighty, more than anything else, also serves to motivate the man of God to fulfill his calling. So to encourage and stimulate his struggling young protege, Paul gives one of the most magnificent presentations of God’s character found on the pages of Scripture.” (John MacArthur)
